Dersin Amaci:

Bu dersin amaci, siyasal partiler ve secim sistemlerinin demokrasilerdeki islevlerini
kapsamli bicimde incelemektir. Siyasal partilerin siyasal sistemdeki yeri, hukuki sinirlari,
tarihsel gelisimi ve orgltsel yapisi ele alinacaktir. Ayni sekilde, segimlerin temel ilkeleri,
farkli secim sistemleri ve bunlarin temsil ile ydnetsel istikrar Uzerindeki etkileri
tartigilacaktir. Ders kapsaminda hem dunya drnekleri hem de Turkiye pratigi
incelenecektir. Ogrenciler, siyasal partilerin sistem (izerindeki etkisini degerlendirme ve
secim sistemlerinin farkli boyutlarini karsilastirma yetkinligi kazanacaktir. Teorik
yaklasimlar ile anayasal ve siyasal uygulamalar birlikte ele alinacaktir.

Dersin igerigi:

Bu ders, siyasal partilerin ve se¢im sistemlerinin siyasal rejimler Gzerindeki etkilerini
tarihsel, teorik ve karsilastirmali bir cergcevede incelemektedir. Ders kapsaminda
oncelikle siyasal partilerin ortaya cikisi, islevleri, 6rgut yapilari, tipolojileri ve i¢ isleyis
mekanizmalari ele alinacaktir. Ardindan siyasal parti sistemlerinin ¢esitleri ve bu
sistemlerin siyasal istikrar ile temsilde adalet Uzerindeki etkileri tartisilacaktir. Se¢im
kavrami, oy hakkinin evrimi ve segim sistemlerinin temel turleri kargilastirmali olarak
incelenecektir. Ozellikle cogunluk, nispi temsil ve karma sistemler tizerinde durulacak,
D’Hondt yontemi gibi teknik dizenlemeler uygulamali bicimde islenecektir. Trkiye’de
siyasal partilerin tarihsel gelisimi, parti kapatma uygulamalari ve secim pratigi de
kapsaml bicimde analiz edilecektir. Ders, hem kuramsal yaklasimlari hem de anayasal
ve siyasal uygulamalari bir araya getirerek, 6grencilerin elestirel disiinme ve
karsilastirmali analiz becerilerini gelistirmeyi hedefler.

Course Title: Political Parties and Electoral Systems
Course Code: 0448524

Level of the Course: Graduate (Master’s with Thesis)
Course Credit: 3 national credits, 7.5 ECTS
Course Type: Elective

Course Objective:

The aim of this course is to comprehensively examine the roles of political parties and
electoral systems in democratic governance. It will address the position, legal
boundaries, historical development, and organizational structures of political parties.
Likewise, the course will explore fundamental principles of elections, various electoral
systems, and their effects on representation and governmental stability. Both global
examples and the practice in Turkey will be discussed. Students will gain the ability to
assess the impact of political parties on political systems and to compare different
dimensions of electoral systems. The course will combine theoretical approaches with
constitutional and political practices.

Course Content:

This course explores the impact of political parties and electoral systems on political
regimes through historical, theoretical, and comparative lens. It begins with an analysis
of the emergence of political parties, their functions, organizational structures,
typologies, and mechanisms of internal democracy. The course then addresses different
types of party systems and their influence on political stability and representational
justice. The concept of elections, the evolution of suffrage, and major types of electoral
systems will be examined comparatively, with a focus on majority systems, proportional
representation, and mixed models. Technical methods such as the D’Hondt formula will
be analyzed through applied exercises. The historical development of political parties in
Turkey, party closures, and electoral practices will be thoroughly evaluated. By
integrating theoretical approaches with constitutional and political practices, the course
aims to enhance students’ skills in critical thinking and comparative analysis.
