SYLLABUS

Course Title: Turkish Constitutional History

Course Code: 0448542

Level of the Course: Graduate (Master’s with Thesis)
Course Credit: 3 national credits, 7.5 ECTS

Course Type: Elective

Course Objective:

This course aims to examine the constitutional developments in Turkey from the
Ottoman era to the present within a historical, political, and legal framework. It seeks to
help students understand that constitutional texts are not only legal documents but also
reflections of broader social and political struggles. The constitutions of 1921, 1924,
1961, and 1982 are studied comparatively, and constitution-making processes as well
as current constitutional debates are evaluated in their historical context.

Course Content:

The course begins with the emergence of constitutional movements around the world
and follows the trajectory of constitutional developments in the Ottoman Empire,
forming the basis of Turkish constitutional history. It examines the constitutional ideas
that emerged with the Charter of Alliance, the Tanzimat and Islahat Edicts, and their
institutionalization through the Kanun-i Esasi, the Second Constitutional Era, and the
reforms of 1908 and 1909. The 1921 Constitution is studied as the political foundation of
the National Struggle, while the 1924 Constitution established the republican system of
governance. The 1961 Constitution is analyzed for its liberal structure, and the 1982
Constitution for its authoritarian characteristics. The course also covers constitutional
amendments and referendums from 1987 to 2017, including the transition to the
Presidential Government System and ongoing debates over drafting a new civilian
constitution.
